At Minute No. 186 (2013/14), Cabinet approved new commissioning and monitoring arrangements following a review of funding to voluntary and community sector organisations, in accordance with the Shaping The Future (“Total Council”) Approach.

In accordance with Service Level Agreement monitoring arrangements, a data collection exercise is supplemented by a requirement for each funding recipient to present their outcomes to Cabinet/Council.  This will provide a unique opportunity for interface between the two sectors to ensure the voluntary organisations support the Council to provide good value, high performing services and particularly to support vulnerable and disadvantaged people in our localities, in accordance with Corporate Objectives.
