1.1  The Council plan 2023-27 has four objectives:

A great place to work.

A great place to access good public services.
A great place to live well.

A great place that cares for the environment

1.2 Under the live well objective there are three strategies - A community with
lifelong good health, A place to live that people value and A place where
people enjoy spending time. Underneath are tactics - our approaches to
positively influence the strategies.
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Details of Proposal or Information

The appendix notes under each strategy and tactic the significant work that has
been undertaken during this period together with a suite of metrics.

Notable achievements include achieving the highest ever leisure membership
by direct debit for Dronfield, Eckington and Killamarsh leisure centres, and ITV
airing a feature on the district's Food and Drink trail.

Good progress continues with the external wall insulation work with 105
homes improved this period furthering our decarbonisation commitment.

The Housing Strategy team are working with the County Council to deliver an
innovative scheme of affordable housing for deaf people following a
consultation event that recognised a need for such a scheme.

The number of people staying in bed and breakfast accommodation has risen
for the third consecutive month. The appendix contains details of the action
being taken.

Regarding metric exceptions — the outturn for community-based activity
attendances has not been met due to the closure of Sharley Park. The outturn
for bringing back six long term empty properties in 2024/25 has been flagged
as red as no properties have been brought back this quarter.

The report was taken to Senior Management team on 27" August 2024 for
consideration and oversight.
